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Spelling 

At the beginning of the week we will 

have a spelling pretest.  Each student 

will have his or her own list of “spelling 

words” for the week.  The student’s 

spelling words will be the first five 

words they miss on the pretest.  If a 

student misses less than five words, 

they will have challenge words to 

round out their list of five.  Each 

student should have a list of five words 

that they did not know how to spell to 

study at home during the week.  

Students should bring their list home 

the first day of the school week. 
 

Parents, please do not put pressure on 

your child to perform at a certain level 

on the pretest.  The pretest is simply a 

test to identify which words a student 

needs to study during the week. 

 

Word Wall Words 

Each week in class we will study a 

group of six “word wall words.”  These 

words will be mounted on our word 

wall at the end of the week.  Each 

student should know how to read and 

spell all six word wall words by the end 

of the week.  The “word wall words” 

for the week will be the first six words 

on the spelling pretest.
